WHEREAS:

(A) Evidence is a company active in the field of open source embedded systems and has created a software named “Erika Enterprise” consisting in a RTOS implemented as one or more statically-linked libraries;
(B) the Contributor is willing to contribute to the development of the Software with certain materials, in consideration of the fact that any material which proves to be useful and effective for the operation of the Software is also made available to the public;
(C) Evidence is willing to accept third parties’ Contributions (as below defined) to the Software, provided that each contributor agrees to assign its rights to the Contribution at the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the Parties agree as follows: 
1. – DEFINITIONS
1.1. Agreement: means this contribution agreement together with the premises.
1.2. Contribution: means any program, source code, object code, documentation or any other material, including any modification to an existing material, which are submitted to Evidence for the purpose of being included in the Software;
1.3. Intellectual Property: means all industrial property rights (also pursuant to Legislative Decree no. 30 of February 10, 2005 - Italian Code of Industrial Property), i.e. trademarks and other distinctive signs, geographical indications, appellations of origin, designs, inventions, utility models, layout of integrated circuits, confidential business information and new plant varieties, and intellectual property rights (also pursuant to Law no. 633 of April 22, 1941 – Copyright Law), i.e. original creative works, including software and databases, as well as other rights provided by special laws.
1.4. Open Source License: means any license which provides for the right to use, modify and share the Software, also in source code form, including but not limited to the GNU General Public License (the free license for software published by the Free Software Foundation).
1.5. Proprietary License: means any license which does not permit copying, modification, commercial exploitation, assignment or granting of licenses to third parties .
1.6. Software: means the software “Erika Enterprise, version 3” as described at premise A.
2. – ASSIGNMENT
2.1. The Contributor hereby assigns to Evidence, which accepts, all Intellectual Property rights over the Contribution, including the rights to use, link to, copy, modify and distribute the Contribution worldwide.
2.2. The Contributor expressly acknowledges that Evidence may exploit the Intellectual Property rights granted hereunder in any manner, including but not limited to granting Proprietary Licenses and Open Source Licenses and registering the copyright over the Contribution, with the sole limitation of the Contributor’s moral rights.
2.3. Evidence is under no obligation to make use of the Contribution submitted hereunder; however, should Evidence decide to make available the Contribution under any license, Evidence undertakes to make the Contribution available also under an Open Source License.
2.4. Insofar as the Contribution may be included in any software other than the Software or may be distributed independently from any other Software component, Evidence grants to the Contributor a non-exclusive, royalty-free license to use, copy, modify and distribute the Contribution. 

3. – WARRANTIES

3.1. The Contributor represents and warrants that the Contribution is an original work of authorship and does not violate any third party’s right.
4. – MISCELLANEA
4.1. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of Italy.
4.2. The Court of Milan shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any dispute arising out of or in relation to this Agreement.
4.3. This Agreement constitutes the final written expression of the terms of agreement between the parties relating to the subject matter contained herein. This Agreement supersedes all prior or contemporary communication, proposal or declaration, even in verbal form, with respect to such subject matter.
